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By Christmas morning, 
their party was national 
news.

UNDERSTANDING THE NUMBERS
Average Sale Price – Fair: Q4’s numbers are a bit shy, thanks to a low volume—imagine trying to judge a pizza contest with only 
one slice to sample! But when we look at the big picture (the entire year, not just the last slice), the trend is clear: property values 
in Mt. Clemens keep climbing (average sale price in 2024: $195,964, compared to $184,937 the previous year). So, whether you’re 
buying, selling, or just enjoying your slice of neighborhood pie, owning in Mt. Clemens still looks like a smart long-term move. And 
that’s something we can all feel good about—no matter how thin the Q4 crust gets!

Days on Market (DOM) – Good: Still Looking Sharp: Homes are sticking around for less than 72 days, which lines up nicely with the 
long-term average in our area. Currently, the average is 51 DOM—so buyers get a little more breathing room to mull things over (no 
need to sprint through showings!), while sellers should remember that pricing wisely and acting thoughtfully is key. After all, you 
don’t want your opportunity to slip away while you’re busy baking cookies for the next open house!

Inventory – Improving:  Any bump in available homes is like adding extra toppings to the neighborhood pizza—everybody gets 
a bigger slice! More inventory tends to put the brakes on wild price increases, helping keep homes from turning into luxury treats 
that only the ultra-rich can afford. But sellers, beware: with extra choices on the table, it’s not the time to get too saucy with your 
pricing. Price your home wisely, or you might find buyers skipping your “slice” for one that looks just a bit tastier down the street!
Absorption Rate – Seller's market: Homes are still flying off the shelves fast enough to keep sellers smiling—think of it like having 
the last slice of pizza at a party, everyone wants a bite! But hold on to your pepperoni: the pace is slowing down, and we’re starting 
to see things even out. Soon, it might be less about who grabs the biggest slice and more about sharing equally, with neither buyer 
nor seller hogging all the toppings.
